Story of Swedish immigrant family struggles in St. Paul.

This is the first of a series of detective stories set in a small
idyllic village (except for all the murders!) outside of Montreal.
The village is a community; the stories are gently told; the
recurring characters are oddly colorful; and bits of Canadian
culture are revealed. The main detective is Chief Inspector
Armand Gamache. The books aren't perfectly written but they're
satisfying and enjoyable easy reads.

This is a social history of the Great Migration (1915-1970) of
African Americans from the South to other parts of the USA. It is
based on extensive interviews with three people - a woman from
Mississippi, a man from Florida, and another man from northeast
Louisiana, but also includes anecdotes from others. As a white
person who grew up in the South, this book has made me much
more aware of the systemic racism of the caste system (aka Jim
Crow) that African Americans had to endure and helps the
reader understand why so many African Americans literally
escaped from the South as soon as they could.

This book is part memoir and part call to action. Rev. Barber
provides a lot of his life story and explains how he felt called to
put together the social action network originally known as Moral
Mondays, now known as Repairers of the Breach. He stresses
the importance of different interest groups working together to
achieve common goals that will improve all of their lives.

Attorney Bryan Stevenson has worked for criminal justice reform
for many years. His primary focus has been on reversing death
penalty convictions of wrongly-incarcerated prisoners and
commuting life sentences given to minors, especially in the Deep
South where, in many instances, finding the actual guilty party is
viewed as less important than police "clearing a case". Some of
the "convictions" he recounts are both mind-boggling and
infuriating.

A Japanese family drama with echoes of Jane Austin's
Persuasion. The Makioka family is in decline and they are
dealing with their diminished situation and the consequences of
the sisters' decisions

A rekindled romance plays out in the background of this family
drama. Austen's last completed book.
